3 Activating Your Device

« If you purchased your device at a Sprint Store, it is probably activated and
ready to use.

« Ifyou received your device in the mail, and it is a new Sprint account or a new
phone number, your device is designed to activate automatically when you
first turn it on. To confirm your activation, make a phone call.

* Ifyou received your device in the mail and you are switching numbers from a
previous Sprint phone to the new device, you need to contact Sprint to
activate the number on your new device. There are two ways to do this:

Enter a device name and click Set Up. When you finish the setup wizard,
Windows Mobile Device Manager synchronizes your device automatically.

Create your passcode.
Record your greeting.
Record your name announcement.
Choose whether to activate One-Touch Message Access.

Note: If you are concerned about unauthorized access to your voicemail
account, Sprint recommends you enable your voicemail passcode.
